The Fire Service College Statement of Public Task
The Fire Service College is governed by section 31 of the Fire and Rescue Services Act 2004. Section 31(2) sets out the purposes of the College, as follows: 

· the provision of education and training to employees of fire and rescue authorities 
· the provision of advice and assistance to fire and rescue authorities in connection with the provision of such education and training 
· the supervision and regulation of the provision of such education and training 
· the provision of education and training to persons who provide (or are to provide) such education and training 
· the provision of education and training (in the United Kingdom or elsewhere) to persons who are not employees of fire and rescue authorities in matters in relation to which fire and rescue authorities have functions 
· the provision of advice and assistance (in the United Kingdom or elsewhere) in connection with the provision of such education and training. 
Information held as part of these statutory purposes constitutes the College’s public task.
